ARTICLE |
NAME
The name of the corporation is BRETTON WOODS TOWNHOMES
ASSOCIATION (hereinafter referred to as the "Association"}.
ARTICLE Il
PURPOSES AND POWERS
The Association does not contemplate a pecuniary gain or profit|to

its members, and the purposes for which the Association is organized
are:

(a) To manage, maintain, operate, care for and administer
residences and Common Areas within Bretton Woods Townhomes, a
single-family townhome development established in accordance with the
laws of North Carolina upon certain real property in the Village of
Pinehurst, Moore County, North Carolina, by means of a Declaration| of
Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Bretton Woods TownhomeJF
(the "Declaration") which has been recorded in the Moore County,
North Carolina, Public Registry.

(b)) Any and all lawful things and act that the Association fro
time to time, in its discretion, may deem to be for the benefit of th
members of the Association; and

(c) To exercise all powers provided in Chapter 55A of the
General Statutes of North Carolina in furtherance of the above-stat
purposes.

ARTICLE 1V
FINANCE

The Association is not organized for pecuniary profit, nor shall it
have any power to issue certificates of stock or pay dividends, and no
part of the net earnings or assets of the Association shall be
distributed, upon dissolution or otherwise, to any member, directon or
officer of the Association.

ARTICLE V
MEMBERSHIP AND VOTING RIGHTS

(a) Each person or entity who is a record owner of a fee or
undivided fee interest in any Townhome shall be a member of the
Association.

(b) There shall be two (2) classes of members in the Associ%tion
as provided for in the Declaration.

(c) The members of the Association shall have the right to vote
for the election and removal of directors and upon such other matters
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with respect to which the right to vote is given to members under| the

Declaration or under the provisions of Chapter 55A of the General

Statutes of North Carolina, the voting rights of the members being more

particularly described in the Declaration and the By-Laws.
ARTICLE VI

of any claim for reimbursement or indemnification hereunder based upon

the settlement by the officer or director seeking such reimbursement of

indemnification, indemnification herein shall only apply if the Board

Directors approve such settlement and reimbursement as being in the

best interests of the Association. The foregoing right of

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indemnification shall be in addition to and not exclusive of all other
rights to which such director or officer may be entitled.
ARTICLE IX
DISSOLUTION
The Association may be dissolved with the assent given in writing
and signed by not less than two-thirds (2/3) of each class of members.
Upon dissolution of the Association, other than incident to a merger or
consolidation, the assets of the Association shall be dedicated to an
appropriate public agency to be used for purposes similar to those for
which this Association was created. In the event that such dedication
is refused acceptance, such assets shall be granted, conveyed and
assigned to any non-profit corporation, association, trust or other
organization to be devoted to such similar purposes.
ARTICLE X
AMENDMENTS
Any amendment or amendments to these Articles of Incorporation
shall require the assent of the members to at least two-thirds (2/3) of

the vote of each class of members.
